New Admissions, Discharges and Long -term Residents

The first child to return to his family this
year was Kondwani. Kondwani's mother
was killed in a minibus accident which
he survived when he flew out of the
window and landed in a tilled field.

His father learned of the accident through
a newspaper and took Kondwani to live
with his grandmother. After a few days
they failed to provide formula milk and
he returned to OA.

In May he was successfully reunited with
his grandmother and two older sisters,
and has since been visited by Matron
Phiri.

The children of the three Foster Houses
went to see nature parks in the Chikwawa
area. The favourite animals of the
Richmond House children were the
giraffes and zebras they saw in Nyala Park
(above).

In the picture (right) the Roses and Sekwe
House kids see hippos for the first time
before their barbeque lunch. As they left
Majete Park they heard a tree crashing
and turned the corner to find an elephant
bull charging who chased them for some
distance! The whole experience was a
valuable introduction to indigenous
animals.

Blessings (left) and Mercy (right) are twins
who were admitted to Open Arms in
infancy. The mother came to take
Blessings when he was two, and left
Mercy with Open Arms because of her
prosthetic leg. Mercy now lives in
Richmond House.

Social Welfare requested that OA readmit
Blessings when the mother passed away
leaving no one to care for him. The twins
were reunited after four years of
separation and still recognize each other.
Their difference in height was a surprise
to our staff, as the twins were a similar
size as toddlers, and shows the effect of
nutrition.
