We were all touched when on their first
hospital admission their grandmother
travelled for hours on a minibus from the
Shire River Valley to be with them. Sadly
Elia did not survive, despite the best efforts
of our team and support from Queen
Elisabeth Central Hospital. May he rest in
peace.

The first admissions in Mangochi were
Natasha and Harry who were found by
the Police abandoned in Makawa Village.

Nothing is known about them despite
several investigative attempts by Social
Welfare. Natasha was an abused and
neglected girl and proved a handful in
Mangochi which is currently set up for
infants.

She and Harry are now in Harrogate
House where they are thriving.

Sekwe House is a joy to visit as the
children are so obviously enjoying their
new home. On the top step are twins
Sam and Eric (Elton, their foster sibling, is
in the middle), in front are Ephraim and
Agness (who has also received hearing
aids from Harrogate).

They have all received good school
reports,and the Teacher from Open Arms
continues to visit once a week to
encourage their progress.
